Message from your Police and Crime Commissioner, David Lloyd
This month I have published the first draft of my updated Police and Crime Plan for Hertfordshire Everybody’s Business 2015-2020. The new plan follows on from my first – which I published in 2013 – and which detailed my vision for policing in the county. My core principles have not changed however policing is a fast moving world and the nature of crime is changing. The refreshed plan reflects this however before it is finalised later this month, I would like feedback on it from the public and I would welcome responses from your parish. This could be collectively from the council or from individual councillors and residents. 
Central to the new plan is my continued commitment to local policing and the protection of Safer Neighbourhood Teams in Hertfordshire. Under this model of policing, each district and borough in the county has its own team lead by a senior officer and which includes a team of PCs and PCSOs that are assigned to the various towns and parishes within the area. 
Across the country, many police forces are choosing to abandon this approach however I believe neighbourhood policing fundamentally works. It creates a police force that is embedded in, and supported by a community working together to cut crime, rather than a force that is distant and engages only when they are called in to clear up the damage. Members of the public and the Chief Constable tell me that it is the best way to cut crime – so I have put it at the heart of the police and crime plan.
The plan also reflects the changing face of crime, with additional investment for safeguarding children and vulnerable adults, as well as the growing menace of cybercrime. 
I have added a new element, entitled ‘Putting Victims at the Centre’, reinforcing my long-held aim of putting victims at the heart of the criminal justice system while also incorporating my new role commissioning support services for victims of crime.

The consultation is open now and will remain open until May 25th. Once finalised, the plan will then be formally published and becomes the overarching strategy for the years ahead.
April was another busy month but I found time to visit both Dacorum and Broxbourne for my regular ‘district day’ visit to each borough and district in Hertfordshire. During these days I usually visit local police, council and other partners and community organisations to discuss crime and community safety-related issues in those areas. They are an excellent way of keeping abreast what is going on right across our diverse county. 
While in Dacorum I met the borough’s new Chief Inspector Doug Black, among other appointments, and also visited The Hemel Hempstead School to discuss policing and crime with a group of students. As I have at least two district days in each district or borough my next visit to your area is never too far away and I look forward to being there in the not too distant future.

Pension changes – fraud prevention update
From April this year, people over the age of 55 have more options about how they access their pension pot than in the past. Police are concerned that fraudsters will take advantage of these changes by contacting people with offers of unrealistic returns on investments, extra tax savings or access to loopholes in the new rules. Advice from officers is to be very wary of such offers. Please follow the advice below when considering what to do with your pension: 
· Don’t invest with firms who cold call offering high returns. If it seems too good to be true, it probably is. 
· Seek financial advice from the Citizens’ Advice Bureau, who work alongside the Treasury delivering the ‘Pension Wise’ service and offer face-to-face appointments and online advice at www.pensionwise.gov.uk
· If you wish to invest your savings in a company, seek advice from a Financial Conduct Authority-registered and authorised advisor. 
· Be wary of callers offering a free pension review service by phone call, email or text message. Do not invest in unregulated markets such as overseas property developments, storage units or forestry.
